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Code of Honor Scholarships – Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ’s)

1. What is the purpose of the Code of Honor Scholarship program?

The Code of Honor scholarships are designed to support diverse and continuous involvement by Code Council code official members. The program supports representatives in the code development process to ensure that Code Council code decisions continue to reflect the consensus view of officials at all levels of government and to provide professional development opportunities for a broad base of code officials through participation in Final Action Hearings.

2. Who is eligible?

Applicants must be a Governmental Member Voting Representative, in accordance with          Article II Section 2.1.1.1 of the ICC bylaws.
3. How do I know if I am a Governmental Member Voting Representative?

Governmental Member Voting Representatives are appointed in writing by the Governmental Member. Contact the Governmental Member Primary Representative to obtain a list of approved Governmental Member Voting Representatives.
4. How can I apply for a Code of Honor award?
Applications must be submitted online at www.icc-foundation.org.  No paper applications will be accepted.  

5. When is the application process?

The online application process will open Monday, July 12th 2010 at 10:00 a.m. Eastern Standard Time and will close on Friday, July 30th at 5:00 p.m. Eastern Standard Time. 
6. What expenses are eligible?

Specific, eligible expenses may include:

· Travel (reasonable airfare, train, car rental)

· Lodging (reimbursement for the conference hotel rate only)

· Ground Transportation (shuttle or other means of affordable transport to and from the airport). Note: those that rent a vehicle to drive to the hearings may only receive the approximate cost of the rental to and from the hearings location, but not the interim days. 

· Gasoline expenses will be reimbursed if using a company vehicle to travel to and from the Hearings.

· Conference Fees (fees are reimbursed at the member rate)

None of the scholarships in the current program cover meals or per diem, so scholars will be required to either secure additional support or self-pay for those expenses. Additionally, the scholarship will not fund transportation costs for personal errands or entertainment during the Hearings.

7. How will expenses be reimbursed?

Eligible expenses will be paid after verified attendance on a cost reimbursement basis only. Expenses should be reasonable and customary and incurred in a manner consistent with the relevant section of the CP34-03 Members & Volunteer Travel Reimbursement Policy. Award winners will be required to submit their expenses to the ICC Accounting Department on the official Code Council expense reimbursement form with original receipts. ICCF will approve all completed expense requests sent to the Code Council for processing and payment.
8. Why do some scholarships pay more than others?

Some of the scholarship funds have been donated to ICCF with specific requirements, hence the different amounts for different scholarships.  It is likely that additional scholarship will be added over time if the program pilot is successful.
9. Who reviews the applications?

Once the applications are complete, the online database will score and stamp the applications and generate a spread sheet with a system-generated identification number in order to keep a “blind” review process.  In case of a scoring tie, applications will be awarded in order of the system-generated submission timestamps.  Please note: no incomplete applications will be stored or time-stamped, so it is crucial to gather all necessary application information prior to completing the application form.  Examples of necessary information includes length of Code Council membership, service on Code Council committees, accreditations and/or certifications, number of community service hours, etc.  Note: legacy organization membership will count toward both the Emerging and Veteran Leader categories.
10. How many scholarships will be given in 2010?
The ICCF goal is to award a minimum of 75 scholarships for both the Group A and B cycles in 2010.
11. How will ICC Foundation verify that award winners attended and participated?

Code of Honor scholars will be required to attend and vote in the Final Action Hearings and their presence will be verified through onsite check-in and technology.  Additionally, scholars will be required to sign a scholarship acknowledgement and agree to attend a short reception/professional ethics briefing during the funded hearings.
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
